BROADWAY STUDIOS & GALLERY OPEN SHOW GUIDELINES 

Broadway Studios & Gallery is pleased to announce a call for entries to our Open Show. Any 2D or 3D work will be admissible as long as it pertains to the theme of the show. 

All work will be on display at Broadway Studios & Gallery from the First Friday of the month, until the last Saturday of the month. 

A non-refundable entry fee of $10.00 will be paid for each piece of artwork submitted. There is a limit of 3 entries per artist. Each artist will be asked to fill out and sign an entry, consent, and label form. We will not make exceptions to the rules concerning due dates for delivery and pick-up, terms for the preparation of artwork, or other items outlined in the entry guidelines. Therefore, all artists are urged to read the guidelines and adhere to the schedule. 

Submitting artists must be 13-years-old and older. 
All work submitted to the Open Show must be entirely the original work of the submitting artist. Broadway Studios & Gallery is open to all media – photography, oils, acrylics, inks, digital, assemblages, mixed media, relief sculpture, etc. 

VERY IMPORTANT – Work must be wired to hang safely and securely. We WILL NOT accept work without a hanging wire. Two dimensional entries must not exceed 72” x 72” framed and NOT to exceed 40 pounds. The wiring should stretch tautly on the back from one side to the other. Do not make a wire hook attached to the back. Place the wire one-fourth to one-third of the way down from the top. The 

Open Show Receiving Committee has discretionary authority to turn down artwork entries that are not reasonably stable. We have security cameras and secured exhibit areas. Broadway Studios & Gallery is not responsible for insuring the artwork. All artists accept the risks associated with hanging in a public area. Broadway Studios & Gallery is not liable for any damages.

A completed and signed entry form and entry frees must be submitted with artwork. All artists entering the Broadway Studios & Gallery Open Show agree to allow the gallery or news photographers to reproduce images of their artwork for Open Show and gallery publicity purposes. 

The gallery will retain 20% commission of any work sold. The gallery will not store wrapping or boxes of any kind. Artists must take possession of all wrapping materials before leaving. 

Entries will be accepted from 10 AM to 6 PM on the dates listed on the Open Show promotion materials. Entry forms may be printed from our website; there will be extra copies at the gallery on drop-off days. Work exhibited in the Open Show remains on display from First Friday of the month until the last Saturday of the month, even if sold. Artists are required to pick-up their work promptly at the end of the month. If you can’t pick up your work, please arrange for someone else to pick it up for you, or call to schedule a different day. We do not have extra space to store work that is not picked up.
